ELIGIBILITY    
Open to all plein air artists worldwide working in two-dimensional media excluding photography and 
digital art.   
•  Artists must submit 3 images of works online for jury consideration at CaFÉ™ 

www.callforentry.org   
•  All work must be at least 80% completed en plein air within the past two years.  
•  All work must be original.  
•  Work done under the guidance of an instructor is not eligible. 
 
ENTRY FEE 
•    $45.00 (non-refundable) for 3 images.   
Entry fee may be paid on CaFÉ™ or by check made out and mailed to PAPNM Treasurer,  
130 Cougar Road, Carlsbad, NM 88220 to be received no later than March 1, 2015. Jury result 
notification will be emailed by March 22, 2015. 
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PARTICIPATION FEES   
Artists accepted into the event agree to: 
• Become members of PAPNM - annual membership fee is $35.00. 
• Pay a participation fee of $75.00 (non-refundable) within 10 calendar days of notification of 

acceptance.  
• Hang artwork for sale for the duration of the exhibition at stated commission. 

 
EXHIBITION & COMMISSION   
InArt Gallery, (www.InArtSantaFe.com), located in the famous Canyon Road art corridor, will host the 
opening reception and show exhibit through July 5, 2015. 
• A maximum of 2 works created by each artist en plein air during the event may be submitted for 

award consideration and inclusion in the exhibition. 
•    Accepted work must be sturdily framed and ready to hang with D-rings and wire.  No sawtooth 

hangers will be accepted. 
• All work must be for sale. Artists will receive 50% of the sales price of the work.  InArt will receive 

40% and PAPNM will receive 10%, InArt will handle sales tax. Payment to artist will occur within 30 
days of the close of the exhibit. 

• Each dimension (length and width) of any work, including the frame, shall not exceed 24”. Artists 
who exceed the maximum outside framed dimension of 24” in either length or width will only be 
allowed to hang 1 work. 

• Accepted work must be sturdily framed and ready to hang with D-rings and wire.  No sawtooth 
hangers will be accepted. 

 
WORKSHOP REGISTRATION & FEE (SOLD OUT – WAITLIST STARTED) 
Jill Carver’s workshop Deconstructing the Landscape is a three-day workshop June 13-15 open to 
any artist of at least intermediate level, but PAPNM members will have an exclusive ten day window to 
register first - from Jan. 1 – Jan. 10 via papnm.org.   If slots are still available, registration will open to 
non-members on Jan. 11 via CaFÉ™.  Cost is $400.  Maximum of 15 students.  Payment can be made 
upon check out at CaFÉ.  A waitlist will be kept by co-chairs if class fills. (See QUESTIONS AND 
CONTACT section)
